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Innovative State Uses of Byrne/JAG 

Updated:  July 29, 2008

The Edward Byrne Memorial Justice Assistance Grant (Byrne JAG) Program is the cornerstone federal justice assistance program. Distributed by the Department of Justice, it funds state and local government efforts in a broad range of activities including drug treatment and enforcement, offender reentry initiatives, crime prevention, and corrections activities.  Byrne JAG is vital criminal justice funding for states. Its flexible grant purposes permit states to innovate in a wide variety of criminal justice programs, based on shifting community needs.  Forty percent of Byrne JAG funds are sent directly to local law enforcement in counties and municipalities.  The remaining 60 percent is distributed through the state governments.  

The following is a select list of the innovative programs created by states using the Byrne JAG grant.  Many of these programs are threatened to be, or already have been, dissolved due to the 67 percent cut in funding in the FY08 omnibus appropriations bill (from $520 million in FY07 to $170 million in FY08).
